Instructions for Submitting BIOT Nomination Packages


A nomination must be seconded by ten (10) current members of the BIOT Division of ACS for a candidate to be included on the ballot.

Since it is anticipated that most candidates will be collecting signatures through electronic communication, the following process is recommended:

· Page 1:
· Fill out the position and start date for which you would like to run.  Please note that all positions begin on the January 1 following the fall election cycle.
· Fill in your name, signature, date, and ACS member number.
· If you are nominating yourself, indicate that in the second signature block. Else, have the nominator fill in name, signature, date, and ACS member number.
· Page 2:
· Fill out the position and start date for which you would like to run.
· Fill in your name and the name of your nominee (or “self”).
· Make copies of filled-out page 2 as needed, and distribute them to collect name, signature, date, and ACS member number from 10 additional members (or 9 members plus the nominator, if you are not nominating yourself).
· Compile all signed pages into a single pdf document, with page 1 at the front, and email to the current BIOT Secretary.

Once the completed nomination package is received, we will confirm member status against the most recent roster from ACS and confirm to you if more signatures are needed or if you are cleared to be added to the ballot.

Please note that all nomination packages must be received no later than August 15.
